Ekim 1951 tarihinde yayin ha-
yatina baslayan ve 1988 yilina
kadar 37 yi1l yayimlanan
Bozkurt gazetesinin adinin bir
anket sonucu belirlendigini
soyledi. Bozkurt gazetesinin
Kibris Tiirk halkinin biliglendi-
rilmesinde, birlik ve beraberli-
ginin saglanmasinda ¢ok
6nemli rolii oldugunu vurgula-
yan Kaba siinlar1 sdyledi:
“Cemal ve Sadi Togan, bir ga-
zeteyi sifirdan iilkenin en
onemli gazetelerinden birisi
yaptilar ve tarafsiz olmalari bu
basariy: getirdi. Babasi1 gibi
Sadi Togan da meslegine duy-
dugu saygiyla taniniyordu ve
uzun yillar Kibris Tiirk basi-
nina hizmet verdi.”

Akcansoy: “Ilk Aysel’i getirdi”
Togan ailesinin sinemaya kat-

kilar1 konusunda bir sunus
yapan gazeteci Yurdagiil
Akcansoy, tuhafiye diikkani
olan Cemal Togan’1n ikinci
diinya savas1 yillarinda ekono-
mik sikintiya girdigini ve 1945
yilindan itibaren Istanbul’dan
film getirmeye bagladigini soy-
ledi. “Ilk getirilen film, Batakl1
Damin Kizi1 Aysel’di” diyen
Akcansoy, Cemal Togan’in
daha sonra bu isi biiyliterek
1946 yilinda Tiirk Sinema
Sirketi’ni bir arkadasiyla bir-
likte kurduklarini ve adaya dii-
zenli olarak Tiirk filmlerini ge-
tirdiklerini anlatti.

Bozkurt gazetesinde bol bol ro-
portajlara yer verildigini soyle-
yen Keleszade, gazetenin mo-
dern gazetecilik anlayisini tem-
sil ettigini aktardi. Tiirkiye’den
bir gazeteyi referans vererek
yayimladiklar1 “Yorgacis
EOKA’nin lideri” haberi nede-
niyle biiylik para cezasi dde-
mek zorunda kaldiklarini ifade
eden Keleszade, 1980’1 yil-
larda matbaay1 yenileyememesi
sonucu Bozkurt gazetesinin re-
kabette geriye diistiigiinii ve
kapanmak zorunda kaldigini
soyledi. Sadi Togan’in gazete-
cilik meslek orgiitlerinin kurul-
masinda biiylik emegi gectigini
de ifade eden Keleszade, 1982
yilinda kurulan Kibris Tiirk
Gazeteciler Birligi’nin ilk bas-
kan1 oldugunu belirtti.

Kuzey Kibris’ta yasanan insan
haklar1 ihlallerinin basinda
insan ticaretinin geldigini soy-
leyen Ceren Goyniiklii, bu ko-
nuda mevcut yasal mevzuatin
yeterli olmadigini belirtti.
Kuzey Kibris’ta faaliyet gos-
teren gece kuliiplerinde kadin-

larin modern kéleler gibi ¢a-
listirildiklarini ve bu kadinla-
rin fuhsa zorlandiklarini soy-
leyen Goyniiklii, pasaportlari
ellerinden alinan bu kadinlarin
kagma sanslarinin olmadigini
anlatti. Goyniikli, Kuzey
Kibris’ta ayrica milteciler,
goemenler, kadinlar ve top-
lumsal cinsiyete dayali ihlal-

Vakfi olarak katki koymaya
calistiklarini sdyledi.
Konferans, katilimcilarin sor-
duklar1 sorulara verilen yanit-
larla sona erdi.

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A Meeting with CCMC

On the 28th of December the
Faculty of Communication and
Media Studies hosted two repre-
sentatives of the Cyprus
Community Media Center,
Beran Djemal, the outreach offi-
cer for the Turkish Cypriot com-
munity at the CCMC and
Michalis Simopoulos, the pro-
ject coordinator of the
Collaborative Media Initiative at
CCMC. Their aim was to intro-
duce students of EMU’s
Communication and Media
Studies program to alternative
and innovative forms of commu-
nity media, based on the notions
of freedom of expression and
equal representation of diverse
views.

CCMC, a relatively young orga-
nization, found its home in 2009
at the Ledra Palace in the buffer
zone. In partnership with the
UNDP (United Nations
Development Program, Action
for Cooperation and Trust), the
organization was set up to pro-
mote, according to the website,
“the benefits of community-
based media to as wide an audi-
ence as possible and giving pe-
ople the skills to be in control of
their own messages.” Their mis-
sion statement lists the core va-
lues of the organization as being:
the encouragement of unity bet-
ween different communities, hel-
ping individuals and indepen-
dent organizations on the island
acquire the skills through trai-
ning which will allow them to
have their voices heard, working
with the established and domi-
nant media outlets to encourage
more diverse views to be repre-
sented, and supporting multicul-
turalism, open-mindedness, and
understanding.

In the meeting Beran Djemal
described a need for alternative
views and news stories that
focus on issues concerning civil
society such as gender, race, asy-
lum seekers, etc. that are not
adequately represented in the
mainstream media on either side
of the border. Using internet-
based media such as podcasts,
websites, and online videos and
forums, the aim would be to
create attention grabbing, aesthe-
tically pleasing material that
could compete quality-wise with
the more mainstream outlets.

Michalis Simopoulos explained
the aim of the Collaborative
Media Initiative project and
some methods that could be used
in order to realize them. The
project deals with the divisions
between major news outlets on
both sides of the island and exc-
lusionist attitudes that are predo-
minant in their structures. This
year-long project would identify
and understand these divisions
and attempt to the bridge the
gaps through forums and discus-
sion groups. According to their
fact sheet, “The project aims to
engage extensively with local

stakeholders and key actors in
Cyprus. Mono and bi-communal
stakeholder panels will bring to-
gether representatives from both
communities into a process to
explore the issues relevant to
media and make recommendati-
ons on how to increase collabo-
ration.” The project will con-
clude with a final report descri-
bing the findings and results of
the forums and make recommen-
dations for ways to increase col-
laboration.

CCMC believes that in order to
develop alternative media reso-
urces, attract an audience and

produce dependable and intrigu-
ing material it is essential to ac-
quire the technical skills in a
chosen area and develop a basic
understanding of how to imple-
ment them. With this in mind
they offer a wide range of reso-
urces and training workshops
available to both individuals and
organization, including audio
production, video production
and editing, podcasting, photog-
raphy, viral marketing, social
networking and more.

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What is WikilL.eaks?

Benjamin  Benjamin Bailie
Bailie On the 28th of
November 2010,

the non-profit media organiza-
tion WikiLeaks released a series
of US State Department cables
that, according to the BBC web-
site, “‘cover messages sent be-
tween 1966 and 2010 and origi-
nate from 274 US embassies,
consulates and diplomatic mis-
sions”. This was the third release
of classified documents by
WikiLeaks, the previous of
which included documents taken
from the US Army’s central col-
lection concerning the conflicts
in Iraq and Afghanistan.

Julian Assange, WikiLeak’s
Editor-in-chief and spokesperson
for the organization, after receiv-
ing the cables (allegedly from
Pfc. Bradley Manning) turned
them over to five major newspa-
pers, El Pais, Le Monde, Der
Spiegel, The Guardian, and The
New York Times with the com-
bined aim of reaching a mass au-
dience and minimizing the
amount of sensitive information
that could potentially put indi-
vidual lives at risk. This was de-
scribed by The Statesman as “an
extraordinary collaboration be-
tween some of the world’s most
respected media outlets” al-
though papers such as the New
York Times described their in-
volvement as a way to discour-
age WikiLeaks from releasing
the cables uncensored.

The controversy surrounding the
leaks was due not only to the se-

curity breach embarrassing to
the US State Department but the
nature of the documents as well.
The cables consisted of reports
sent back and forth between the
US State Department and 270
US embassies and consulates
contained material sensitive to
both the countries in which the
US embassies were based, and
to US foreign policy in general,
disclosing how US ambassadors
viewed the countries in question.
According to the WikiLeaks
website, “The cables show the
extent of US spying on its allies
and the UN; turning a blind eye
to corruption and human rights
abuse in “client states”; back-
room deals with supposedly neu-
tral countries; lobbying for US
corporations; and the measures
US diplomats take to advance
those who have access to them.”
Of the most controversial infor-
mation revealed in the leaks the
New York Times and BBC web-
sites highlight a few.

The Cables

2009 cable reporting a number
of Arab leader’s desire for the
US to end Iran’s nuclear pro-
gram, describing it as the area’s
most immanent concern and
calling for the US to use ‘what-
ever means necessary’ in order
to bring it to a halt. King Hamad
of Bahrain crealy voiced his
concerns and the UAE (United
Arab Emirates) defense minister
went so far as to call President
Mahmoud Ahmedinejad

“Hitler”.

2009 Secretary of State

Hilary Clinton’s instruc-

tions to US diplomat to se-
cretly collect personal in-
formation, including DNA
samples from UN officials.
Specified in the cable is
“organizational titles;

names, position titles and

other information on busi-

ness cards; numbers of tele-
phones, cell phones, pagers
and faxes; compendia of
contact information, such

as telephone directories (in
compact disc or electronic
format if available) and e-

mail listings; internet and
intranet "handles", internet
e-mail addresses, web site
identification-URLs; credit card
account numbers; frequent flyer
account numbers; work sched-
ules, and other relevant biogra-
phical information.”

2010 Descriptions of Russia as a
‘mafia state’ with the Kremlin
controlling criminal activities,
adding that in countries such as
Belarus, Chechnya, Russia and
potentially Ukraine had govern-
ments that were run as, or col-
laborated with, organized crimi-
nal associations. The cable de-
scribes the concern that Prime
Minister Putin may be directly
connect with the mafia.

2009 Saudi Arabia described as
a prominent source of funding
for terrorist groups such as Al-
Qa-ida and Hamas raising mil-
lions of dollars during Ramadan

Students and the WikiLeaks Ban

While US agen-
cies are warning
employees that reading the doc-
uments on WikiLeaks puts them
at risk of losing their job, stu-
dents at universities such as
Harvard and Columbia
University are now being in-
formed the same. Multiple U.S.
Universities sent out emails to
students warning them that read-
ing WikiLeaks can possibly
jeopardize their chances of get-
ting jobs with the federal gov-
ernment in the future. In e-mails
sent out to University students
in the U.S. students were ad-
vised against the posting of

WikiLeaks documents on popu-
lar social media sites like
Facebook and Twitter.

Many jobs in fields such as na-
tional security or the intelli-
gence community require a se-
curity clearance. Those planning
to engage in these fields are also
being warned to be ‘mindful of
their future careers’ when com-
menting or sharing the docu-
ments online. A student’s opin-
ion on WikiLeaks may be taken
into account in these competi-
tive working fields.
Commenting on the documents
and distribution of the articles is
said to possibly raise red flags

during high levels of security
clearance.

Many Students were outraged
by the claims saying the warn-
ing e-mails were ‘unconstitu-
tional’ and ‘a violation of free
speech and press’.

"I would hate to see the policy
extended so broadly that you
have students scared to read
newspapers, what [ hope no one
would want to do is ask if you
read an article about the docu-
ments and hold that against you.
They're out there so it might be
quite natural to read something
about them," A Harvard profes-
sor quoted.

and Hajj. The cable describes
Riyadh as taking little action
against the fund raising and re-
striction the sending of the
money overseas.

More recent leaks that have been
published through news outlets
such as The Guardian include
Turkey’s agreement to allow US
“rendition” flights to refuel at
Incirlik airbase. The Turkish
Foreign Ministry had denied
these claims in 2006.

The Implications
WikiLeaks has received criti-
cism from US officials, journal-
ists and governments around the
world. Questions such as: Will
the leaks put individual lives at
risk? Do the leaks help to
strengthen or weaken interna-
tional relations? Are corrupt offi-
cials and terrorist organizations
aided by these revelations?
These questions point to the neg-
ative effect the act of leaking
these cables may have. On the
other hand, freedom of the press
describes how governments are
prohibited from interfering with
the printing or distribution of in-
formation. Julian Assange de-
fends his organization by point-
ing out that governments need to
be “kept honest” and will think
twice before performing unethi-
cal or illegal acts if there is a
chance that they will be found
out.

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WikiLeaks: Right or Wrong

“The power of the Australian
government appears to be fully
at the disposal of the US as to
whether to cancel my Australian
passport or to spy on or harass
WikiLeaks supporters” said
Julian Assange, the Editor-in-
chief of WikiLeaks. Since the
publication of the “world’s se-
crets” on WikiLeaks, the Editor-
in-chief became one of the
United States Government’s
biggest targets. Sarah Palin a
former vice-presidential candi-
date said “Assange should be
hunted like Bin Laden”. The US
Senate Council called for a new
law aimed at Assange person-
ally, describing him as a world
danger that must be disposed of.
WikiLeaks published hundreds
of thousands of classified docu-
ments that concerned not only
the US government but the gov-
ernments of countries such as
Sweden, Britain and others.
Most articles released by
WikiLeaks also appeared on
many of the world’s leading
newspapers and websites. Even
so, WikiLeaks was most signifi-
cantly attacked for the releasing
of the cables, with accusation
and indictments from the US.
According to Assange, some
American officials even intro-
duced the idea of killing him and
kidnapping his 20 years old son.
After these actions and accusa-
tions we should ask ourselves

whether WikiLeaks, in light of
the US response, were right or
wrong, whether they had the
right to publish such information
or not.

According to the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights
“Everyone has the right to free-
dom of opinion and expression;
this right includes the freedom to
hold opinions without interfer-
ence, and impact information
and ideas through any media re-
gardless of frontiers”.

The US is of one of the few
countries in the world that has
specific amendments to its con-
stitution which support freedom
of expression, freedom of
speech, freedom of the press, the
right to criticize the government
without fear of persecution, but
in regards to the information
published by WikiLeaks not
only were US spokespersons the
first to accuse the organization
and its founders for releasing
critical information that could
threaten individual lives and
countries’ policies but they also
made Julian Assange one of the
world’s most the wanted people
by Interpol. There has also been
mention of enforcing the
Espionage Act, a statute that
makes it a crime for a person to
convey information with intent
to interfere with the US Armed
Forces. There are problems with
enforcing it, however, because

the law was passed in 1917 and
there have since been changes
and expansion made to protec-
tion under the First Amendment.
Assange is also not a US citizen
therefore probably not under US
jurisdiction in this case.

The Secretary of Defense Robert
Gates himself said in a letter he
sent to the US congress that the
documents leaked by WikiLeaks
about Afghanistan did not con-
tain any sensitive or critical in-
formation that would threaten
lives and so the leaked informa-
tion did not violate any rights,
nor put in danger the lives of in-
dividuals or officials.

One of the more controversial
articles published by WikiLeaks
described how US diplomats
were ordered to obtain personal
information on official employ-
ees at the United Nations. This
information included DNA sam-
ples, finger prints and credit card
numbers. After the publishing of
this information the US accused
WikiLeaks of publishing critical
information and secrets, and also
began suing WikiLeaks and its
owners in order to put them out
of business.

If we take that as an example we
notice that although WikiLeaks
was accused of illegal acts it ap-
pears that the US is the one
breaking not only the trust of the
UN organization but a lot of in-
ternational laws such as spying

on others, stealing personal in-
formation that could be used by
third parties and could cause se-
rious harm to individuals.
Another important report that
was published shows how the
UK manipulated the investiga-
tions concerning the war on Iraq
in order to protect the American
interest. The criticism for releas-
ing this information doesn’t
seem to make much sense. 500
thousand people were killed in
Iraq and probably more than half
of them are civilians. What if the
information published could
help some Iraqi families to es-
tablish their rights and argue
their case. For example the video
published by WikiLeaks that
shows an American helicopter
shooting unarmed civilians in
Iraq.

Moreover, legal experts say
WikiLeaks have likely broken
no laws. “Yet top US politicians
have called it a terrorist group,
and commentators have urged
assassination of its staff”.

The most important thing is that
we have a huge resource of in-
formation that could lead to the
process of democratic change
that most of us are looking for.
We should support WikiLeaks
and help them to publish more
and more in order to obtain what
we have been searching for,
which is the “ultimate truth” and
so I say go for it!

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Citizen Journalism: The Voice of the People

Sholeh Zahraei Citizen journal-
ism can be

traced back through the cen-
turies; one of the most well
known examples dates back to
the US in the 1770°s where pam-
phlets were printed as a sort of
guerilla style journalism that
spread messages of revolution
from person to person. Thomas
Paine’s “Common Sense” for
example was a pamphlet distrib-
uted right after the start of the
American Revolutionary War
and it laid out reasons for inde-
pendence from the British
Kingdom to great historical ef-
fect.

In the more modern era there
are some examples of citizens
witnessing important events,
recording them and getting them
published by state media. Two of
them being the assassination of
the American President John F.
Kennedy in the 60’s and the
footage of police beating an in-
nocent black man Rodney King
in Los Angeles in the 80’s. From
video technology to the more re-
cent introduction of the Internet
and interactive digital media in
combination with the invention
of high-tech communication de-
vices, citizen journalism has
evolved into a rapid-fire form of
information and idea sharing.

In Iran citizen journalism mostly
relates to politics within the
country. Before the digital era
oppositional views and alterna-
tive news which the government
would not allow the state media
to publish were secretly distrib-
uted on hand-printed flyers, but
in the Age of the Internet the
medium of blogging has become
more significant as the symbol
of citizen journalism in Iran.
According to the US based,
Iranian journalist I. D. Ardalan,
there are “currently more than
60.000 active Persian blogs and
20 million active Internet users
in Iran.” Especially after the
government crackdowns on
media in 2003 the urge for an al-
ternate way of freely expressing
ones opinion rose rapidly and
blogs became more popular as
the only secure way to speak out
and share thoughts and news
with the rest of the world.
Iranian bloggers started to gain
increasing attention worldwide
as the censorship within the
country increased. According to

a report by Freedom House
“most reformist newspapers
have been closed down by the
conservative authorities.” Under
Ahmadinejad censorship in the
media got worse due to the fi-
nancial situation and the poor
human rights conditions. This is
why citizen journalism has
gained a very important status in
Iran. The psychological pressure
on citizens is very high as a re-
sult of this lack of human rights.
A study by “The Committee to
Protect Journalists” points out
that Iran is the world’s sixth-
leading jailer of journalists.

The role of citizen jour-
nalism during and after
the presidential elections
in June 2009

Iranian weblogs are not only
limited to anti-government
movements. Many politicians
have blogs as well, and
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, the so
called current president of Iran,
is one of them. And blogs are
not the only tool to
be used by
politicians
to promote
their cam-
paigning;
social net-
working
websites like
Facebook are
also in com- -
mon use. The
most notable case is the Mir
Hossein Mousavi (candidate for
the presidential elections in
2009) page on Facebook which
played a very important role be-
fore, during, and after the presi-
dential elections in 2009. As
Tara Mahtafar (2009) in an arti-
cle reports, first the page was
founded by a student and sup-
porter of the presidential candi-
date Mousavi but soon it turned
into his official Facebook page.
“Once the page became official,
its members surged upward of
50,000 (today it is double that
number).” Mousavi had started a
new political reformist move-
ment in Iran in 2009 which is
known as the “Green
Movement” (because of the
Islamic green color that Mousavi
had chosen for his campaign)
with the motto “Every Iranian is
a Campaign Manager.” He asked

everybody to be a promoter for
him through the use of citizen
journalism. This slogan changed
after the elections to: “Every
Citizen; One Media”.
It was after the elections that cit-
izen journalism gained a whole
new meaning and status when
Ahmadinejad was announced as
the new Iranian president in June
2009. After this result came im-
mediately protests inside and
outside of Iran. For the first time
after the 1979 revolution there
were more than 100.000 protest-
ers on the streets of Iran. During
the first days of the protests in-
ternational journalists were still
able to cover the events inside of
Iran but soon the government re-
alized that the protestors
couldn’t be stopped and immedi-
ately banned international jour-
nalists in Iran and had them de-
ported. That is when citizen
journalism started to play its
most important role ever in Iran,
it became the only way to relate
the events to the international
communities.
While the
state media
refused to
cover the
protests at
all, people
on the
streets
started to
use their mobile
phones and handy cams to cap-
ture the unprecedented reactions
to the unsatisfying results of the
elections. The uprising of the
Iranian people at this time
seemed like a second mini revo-
lution. Clashes between protest-
ers and the state guard began and
the pictures that were captured
by ordinary people were shock-
ing. Protesters were being sav-
agely beaten and killed by the
security guards. Citizen journal-
ists were willing to risk their
lives and they did. These images
were rapidly shared on the
Internet via Youtube, Facebook
and Twitter. The mainstream
media like CNN and BBC
started to use those images and
recordings as the only available
report of the events taking place
inside of Iran. One of those films
recieved the most attention
worldwide. It was the video of
the death of a young woman
called Neda Agha Soltan who

was shot by the government’s
state guard. It was filmed by an
anonymous citizen journalist and
received the George Polk award.
George Polk said: “It was iconic
and a symbol of bravery of the
Iranian people willing to stand
up for what is right.” This video
was spread around the Internet
within hours and the situation in
Iran was all of a sudden an inter-
national issue. People around the
world started to follow the battle
of Iranian people against their
government and they wanted to
help. International protests
started. Iranians everywhere got
more involved and active. They
started to spread the news from
citizen journalists in Iran via the
Internet. Youtube, Facebook and
Twitter played the most impor-
tant role. Since the famous
motto for the green movement
was “You are the media.” many
Iranians around the world felt re-
sponsible for spreading the news
and images of the battle between
the people and the government
in Iran.

This movement has been active
for ten years as Iranians have in-
creased their online presence and
revolutionized journalism in
Iran. While the government tra-
ditionally disseminated informa-
tion from the top down, the rise
of citizen journalism in Iran after
the 2009 election symbolized a
revolution for information dis-
semination, an effective “democ-
ratization” of media.

Throughout history there always
has been a concern about the ob-
jectivity of media. With the rise
of citizen journalism a whole
new aspect has been introduced.
Whether consciously or uncon-
sciously ordinary people are
functioning as journalists in their
daily lives by sharing their
thoughts, opinions and views via
online diaries like weblogs or as
comments on articles or through
social and networking websites
like Facebook and Twitter and
online applications like instant
messengers (Yahoo, MSN). In
the Age of the Internet and on-
line social networking any kind
of information and its exchange
is just a click away. The example
of the Iranian protestors shows
that citizen journalism plays an
important role especially in
countries with strict censorship
of the media.
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Ledra Palace: Propaganda at the Border

Nicosia, known
to the Greek
Cypriots as "Lefkosia" and the
Turkish Cypriots as "Lefkosa", di-
vided by a United Nations con-
trolled buffer zone, is the last di-
vided capital standing today.
Before these buffer zones or green
lines existed Cyprus was an ethni-
cally mixed and newly recognized
country gaining independence
from British authority in 1960.
Only 14 years after gaining inde-
pendence Cyprus would be di-
vided between Cypriots of Turkish
origin and Cypriots of Greek ori-
gin along with scattered areas for
British Colonies. By the year 1983

the northern territory of Cyprus
made up of Turkish Cypriots
would declare itself independent,
referring to itself as the Turkish
Republic of North Cyprus, only
gaining recognition from Turkey.
Today five checkpoints stand be-
tween TRNC and Cyprus, two of
which are located along divided
Nicosia. "Ledra Palace" is one of
the divided capital’s checkpoints;
available for cars, pedestrians, and
bikers. The crossing from southern
Lefkosia into northern Lefkosa at
the "Ledra Palace" checkpoint
clearly demonstrates that some
tension between the two sides still
exists. Covering the "UN buffer

zone" and the checkpoint itself are
washed out posters telling stories
of Turkish brutality, occupation,
and kidnappings that took place in
1974 and 1996. The blunt propa-
ganda lining the check-point may
make it difficult to believe this
checkpoint was initially opened to
release tensions and promote bet-
ter relations between the two
sides.

"These were put up by the Greek
Cypriot people" and "these are
here to let tourists know what they
did to Greek Cypriots" a check-
point control figure in Lefkosia,
Republic of Cyprus responded
when questioned what the purpose
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of these posters were for.
"Because it's an occupied area," he
added lastly.

Tension between
Turkey and Israel

N.A. Turkey was the
Albarahma  first [slamic

country to recognize Israel as a
Jewish State in the year 1949.
This was the first step that
Turkey took in order to become
a secular state. The relationship
between the two countries has
been relatively good until the at-
tack on Gaza that Israel
launched in December 2008.
Turkey was one of the few coun-
tries that took a strong stand
against the Israeli actions and
asked the Israeli government to
stop the attacks.
Now, many foreign countries are
wondering if the relationship be-
tween Turkey and Israel has
been damaged beyond recovery
after both disagreements on the
Gaza attacks and after the con-
frontation that took place be-
tween the Turkish Prime
Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan
and the Israeli president Shimon

Peres in Davos.

“There is a tension in the rela-
tionship, but the relationship is
important for both parties, and
none of the two countries will
abandon it” said Tsevi Levni, the
Israeli foreign minister.

The practical actions that Turkey
took to help the Palestinians liv-
ing in Gaza such as the mobi-
lization campaign organized by
the Turkish Ministry of
Education in solidarity with the
Palestinian people and the active
participation of the “Justice And
Development Party” in all
demonstrations that called for
the Turkish army “to walk to-
ward Jerusalem” also increased
the tension between Tel Aviv and
Ankara and made the Israeli
government question the Turkish
government’s role as an ally.

gence, Mossad had trained mem-
bers of the Kurdistan Workers
Party and helped strengthen its
military capabilities. This not
only angered the Turkish gov-
ernment and the Justice
Development party, but also
raised a strong reaction among
parties such as the Kemalist and
Nationalists that are opposed to
Erdogan’s government and
launched a wave of “anti-Israel”
sentiment across the country, as
some Israeli newspapers re-
ported.

The real clash between Turkey
and Israel occurred after the
Gaza flotilla incident in which
the Israeli Navy forces attacked
ships carrying medicine, food
and other aid to Gaza. The
Israeli Navy killed 9 Turkish ac-
tivists that were on board.

The day after, Turkey called
back its ambassador from Israel
and requested a full investiga-
tion of the incident, compensa-
tion to Turkey and to the fami-
lies of the victims and an apol-
ogy from Israel.

This incident saw the relation-

ship between Turkey and Israel
at its worst since the recognition
of the Israeli State made by
Turkey. However an Israeli offi-
cial said “we made an offer to
pay compensations to the fami-
lies and asked the Turks to do
what it takes to prevent any legal
accountability. We want them to
resend their ambassador to Tel
Aviv, and to allow us appoint a
new ambassador in Ankara”.

Mr. Erdogan has been uncom-
promising in his views on the in-
cident, rejecting Israeli attempts
at reconciliation, saying that “the
waters of the Mediterranean are
not going to wash the blood of
the Turkish martyrs who were
killed by the Israeli troops”.

In my opinion it would be within
the Turkish government’s legal
right to bring the attacks on
Gaza strip and the Israeli assault
on the ships and activists to the
International Courts that special-
ize in war crimes in order to
prosecute not only those who
committed these crimes but
those who ordered the commit-
ting of them.
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
