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Vaccines are made of substances that resemble disease
causing microorganism or weakened microbes that pro-
vide active acquired immunity to particular diseases.
The only known protection method for diseases such
as Influenza, Hepatitis B, Measles, Rubella, Pertussis,
Tetanus, Chickenpox, Hepatitis A and Meningitis is
vaccination. As a result of vaccination one of the most
commonly seen types of cancer in women; cervical can-
cer is now classified as a preventable disease. Vaccina-
tion programs prevent the death of approximately 2-3
billion children each year. Diseases such as smallpox
are eradicated thanks to vaccination programs.

Every year 19.5 million babies cannot be vaccinated be-
cause of social, cultural or economic reasons. In many
developing regions, vaccines cannot be effectively
provided to children and in some developed countries
anti-vaccination campaigns and biases prevent children

being vaccinated at the correct times and intervals.

To this day, no hypothesis of the anti-vaccination dis-
course which appeared for commercial reasons has been
scientifically proven. It was claimed by anti- Mumps
Measles & Rubella (MMR) vaccination campaigns that
its vaccine causes autism. Studies carried out show no
difference in the number of autism cases between chil-
dren who received and didn’t receive MMR vaccina-
tion.

It is not legal or ethical for people to turn to vaccination
alternatives such as ‘Homeopathy’ or other experimen-
tal methods. The side-effects of the influenza vaccine is
another point of dispute. The possible side-effects of this
vaccine are a lot less serious than the health problems
an individual might face if they become sick. According
to 2017’s data, globally over 650 thousand people have

died of influenza related reasons.
The World Health Organization
has recommended that next year
influenza vaccinations are given to
a large part of the public especially
children over 6 months old and those who are pregnant.

Adults and individuals who are going to regions with
epidemics need to renew their vaccinations at certain in-
tervals. In our country it is recommended that Hepatitis
B, Diphtheria-Pertussis- Tetanus and Chickenpox (if it
hasn’t been contracted) vaccines are received at certain
intervals. The HPV vaccine for cervical cancer can be a
lifesaving precaution for young women who don’t carry
the disease.

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ONLINE LECTURES VIA INTERNET FROM EMU-SCT
A

he Eastern Mediterranean Univer-

sity (EMU) School of Computing
and Technology (SCT), has started to
provide blended learning for its students
in the Spring Semester of the 2017-2018
Academic Year.

With the contributions of the Director
of EMU Institute of Distance Education
and EMU Computer Center, Office365
(Microsof Office and Skype Institutio-
nal Application Software) and a Mood-
le - based learning management system
are implemented in the lessons, thanks
to the collaboration of EMU and Mic-
rosoft. Students have live lessons over
Skype institutional and after the cour-
se videos have been recorded, they are
provided for students’ use over Moodle
learning management system. Students
can log on to the learning management
system through “Single Sign On” or
“SSO” method, by using student portal
user details. Through this method, stu-
dents do not need to enter a new userna-
me or a new password every time log on
to the system.

The program offers many advantages
of Office365 and Moodle systems at the
same time.

Director of EMU School of Computing
and Technology provided information
on the application and stated that the
course content used in the system has
been developed by Zafer Yuca, Esen Er-
tunga, Cihan Unal and Pmar Kumyalili.
Prof. Dr. Mustafa ilkan also put forth
that similar to face-to-face learning,
course content is presented to students
through a distance learning model. Prof.
Dr. Mustafa ilkan went on to state that
students may follow courses in smart
classes where the lessons are presented
or through live broadcasts with the help
of mobile devices with Android, 10S,
and WINDOWS operating systems.
During the live broadcast, students
can interact with the lecturer either at
CTO001 coded amphi which is supported
by professional cameras or in an online
format. Students may also reach course
presentations via internet and revise the
course elements, accordingly.

With this system, students can ask qu-
estions to the instructors and receive re-
al-time answers. Both the students wat-
ching from the internet and the students
physically present in the classroom will
be able to hear the answers of these qu-
estions. Students can also contribution
in real-time. At the end of the lectures,
the video recordings are presented on-
line via the Moodle system. Those re-
cordings are available to the students
throughout the term without distinc-
tions of place and time. In the 2017 -
2018 Academic Year Fall Semester, it
was observed that there was a positive

increase in the exam results of students
receiving education in the blended lear-
ning environment compared to the stu-
dent who took lessons in the previous
semesters.

What did the Academic Instructors
delivering the Lectures Say?

As a result of the labor division amon-
gst academic staff delivering the course,
academic staff member Esen Ertunga
undertook the duty of the coordinator,
academic staff member Cihan Unal was
assigned the responsibility of the appli-
cation of independent learning models
for the offered courses, and academic
staff members Pinar Kumyalili and
Esen Ertunga undertook the monito-
ring of the applications offered via in-
ternet. The aforementioned academic
staff members stated that in line with
students’ increasing success rate, the
interest towards the courses has incre-
ased, too. Through the delivery of the
said courses in an online environment,
young people can also use the mobile
devices for educational purposes which
would be of their benefit.

What did the students say?
Department of Psychology student
Merve Hande Yagmur highlighted the
significance of distance learning in ter-
ms of saving time and using technology
efficiently. She stated that classes not at-
tended can be viewed from a dormitory
environment or in a cafeteria alone or
with friends.

Department of Nursing student Sehmus
Arslan stated that they are very happy
that they can watch the lessons they
have missed online. He added that the
courses available for viewing on mobile
devices via the internet should not be
limited to computing lectures.

Department of Nursing student Bursa
Altun, stated that they have adjusted
well to the distance learning model of
the computer courses adding that the
sharing of lecture notes and lectures
(both live and upon completion) is very
useful.

In general, students noted that they are
very satisfied with the opportunity to
benefit from an interactive learning mo-
del. The students who shared their opi-
nions on the new technological system
in class stated that they will not miss
any lessons underlining that the system
is very helpful.

The students who viewed the system
specially designed for them by EMU-
SCT as a system more suitable for
the modern education system thanked
EMU-SCT academicians who provided
the opportunity for them to follow the
course wherever they might be.

SEMINAR TITLED “FINDING THE TOMB OF SULEIMAN THE MAGNIFICENT”
TAKES PLACE AT EMU

seminar titled “Finding the tomb

f Suleiman the Magnificent” took
place at the Eastern Mediterranean Uni-
versity (EMU) organized by the Cyprus
Policy Center (CPC). The seminar that
commenced with the opening speech of
EMU Faculty of Business and Econo-
mics, Department of Political Science
and International Relations Chair and
EMU-CPC Director Prof. Dr. Ahmet
Sézen was delivered by Norbert Pap.
Norbert Pap is an academic staff mem-

ber of Hungary’s University of Pécs
and the person who found Suleiman the
Magnificent’s lost tomb.

During the seminar Prof. Dr. Pap spo-
ke about the collaboration between the
Turkish Cooperation and Coordination
Agency (TIKA) and the University of
Pécs which aimed to find Suleiman the
Magnificent’s lost tomb, the joint work
carried out, methods used and the re-
sults of the collaboration. Prof. Dr. Pap

indicated that Turkish and Hungarian
state archives, abstracts of titles and no-
tes of travelers were scanned as well as
German, French, Croatian, Austrian and
Italian archives.

Prof. Dr. Pap stated that a group comp-
rising of Turkish and Hungarian scien-
tists found the place where Suleiman
the Magnificent’s interior organs were
buried in 2015 and the mosque that was
made by one of the Ottoman’s impor-

tant viziers Sokollu Mehmed Pasha and
the remains of a dervish lodge next to in
2016. Prof. Dr. Pap indicated that stru-
ctures found during excavations on the
site matched those in a map dating back
to 1689 and that this eliminated all dou-
bts about the dervish lodge. Noting that
the Ottoman site that was found will
contribute to relations between Turkey
and Hungary in terms of culture and
tourism Prof. Dr. Pap showed a 3D ani-
mation of the site at the end of his talk.
