In the former list of the World’s 
Best Young Universities, Sabancı Uni-
versity ranked 13th, Bilkent University 
28th and Koç University 51st.

With EMU’s Appearance on the 
BRICS Rankings, North Cyprus 
Listed within Countries
With EMU’s appearance on THE’s 
“BRICS and Emerging Economies 
University Rankings” as the 173rd uni-
versity, Northern Cyprus’ name was 
listed amongst countries appearing on 
the list for the first time. After appear-
ing on the list of Turkish universities in 
former rankings, EMU appeared on the 
list as an institution in Northern Cyprus 
for the first time, confirming the fact 
that education overcomes embargoes. 
On the other hand, EMU’s success in 
“BRICS and Emerging Economies 
University Rankings” and the appear-
ance of Northern Cyprus on the list as a 

country were protested in South Cyprus.

EMU Rector Prof. Dr. Necdet Osam 
expressed his deep honor and pride 
in EMU’s outstanding achievement, 
as also confirmed by an official letter 
from the editor of THE. Highlighting 
the fact that EMU is an institution of 
higher education providing education 
at world standards, Prof. Dr. Osam put 
forth that EMU’s educational quality 
has been confirmed by accreditations 
gained. Prof. Dr. Osam also stated that 
on the 38th anniversary of its found-          
ation, Eastern Mediterranean Universi-
ty is a source of pride both for the Turkish 
Republic of Northern Cyprus and the 
neighboring region. Prof. Dr. Osam 
added that the university will proceed 
towards further achievements with 
continued efforts. Prof. Dr. Osam also 
extended his appreciation to all staff 
members for their selfless contributions 
in achieving this remarkable success.

EMU Ranks 50th in International 
Student Profile Category 
In addition, The Times Higher Educa-
tion (THE), comprised an International 
Student Table based on data collected 
from institutions for the World Univer-
sity Rankings. The list comprising of 
200 universities used figures on the per-
centage of international students pro-
vided by the institutions. EMU ranked 
50th on the International Student Table 
achieving another important feat. 

Currently, EMU boasts about 20 thou-
sand students from 106 different count-
ries and the number of international 
students is on the rise every year. In 

a recent statement, EMU Rector Prof. 
Dr. Necdet Osam indicated that by 
featuring on this list EMU has once 
again proven that it is a truly inter-
national university. Prof. Dr. Osam 
stated: “Thousands of students from 
many different countries receive high 
quality international education in our 
safe campus environment with strong 
infrastructure and prominent faculty 
members. International students that 
are satisfied with our university, lead 
to more international students arriving 
at our university.

Sixteen universities from London fea-
tured in the top 200, making it one 
of the most represented cities in the 
ranking.

27 universities from the US and 22 uni-
versities from Australia featured on the 
list. EMU was the only university from 
the TRNC to appear on the list.

EMU Among the World’s Best Young Universities!

9th of May, Celiac Disease Awareness Day is a glo- 
bally important day for raising awareness and support-
ing individuals with this disease. Celiac Disease (also 
known as Gluten Enteropathy) is a serious autoimmune 
disorder that can occur in genetically predisposed peop-
le where the ingestion of gluten leads to damage in the 
small intestine. Celiac disease is a problem some people 
have with foods that contain gluten, a type of protein 
found in the grains wheat, barley and rye and flour pro-
duced from these grains. When a person who has celiac 
disease consumes foods containing gluten, his/her im-
mune system reacts badly and the intestinal lining be-
comes damaged. In line with the recent developments, 
patients as such may be recommended to consume limi- 
ted oat under close monitoring. 

The only recommended treatment for celiac disease is a 
strict gluten-free diet, excluding wheat, barley, rye and 
food items produced from them from the diet. Instead 
of food items containing gluten, patients are recommen- 
ded to consume corn and rice and flour produced from 
them. However, it should always be kept in mind that 
each individual are recommended separate nutrition and 

dietary applications in diseases as such. 

Foods to Avoid for Celiac Disease:

• All types of products containing wheat, barley and rye. 
(e.g. flour, cracked wheat, cracked wheat pilaf, semoli-
na, macaroni, vermicelli, couscous, bread, cake, cook-
ies,  biscuits, pastry, buns, wafer, bagel, cracker, ice-
cream cone, deserts with flour, tomato paste containing 
gluten, ketchup, soup containing flour, sauces, tarhana 
and cracked wheat).

• Meat products like chicken, fish and meat cooked with 
bread crumbs.

• Drinks containing malt, beer, malt drink, vodka, gin.

• Ready-made soups and seasoning items including glu-
ten;

• Some items such as vinegar, chocolate, pudding, 
chewing gum, ketchup, mayonnaise,  and ice-cream 
may contain gluten. Before consuming items as such, 

information on the ingredients of 
the product should be obtained.

• Dried nuts with salt or sauces 
should also be avoided as they 
contain gluten. Gluten-free nuts are also available and 
can be consumed. 

Important Recommendations for a Gluten-free Diet 

Those with celiac disease should take time to go over 
the labels for items bought from supermarkets. Before 
consuming over the counter products, patients should 
inspect the nutrition information for each product and 
check whether the item contains gluten or not. While 
consuming food at schools or restaurants, gluten free 
meals should be selected. Food for children with celiac 
disease should be prepared separately by families. Fi-
nally, the most important recommendation for individu-
als with gluten enteropathy or celiac disease is to ensure 
close monitoring by a doctor or dietitian.

Thanking Dr. Göktürk, 

Prof. Osam stated that the university has 

full support for activities contributing to 

the promotion of the Turkish Cypriots at 

the international level. 

Within the framework of the 23rd 
Spring Festival, Eastern Mediterranean 
University Atatürk Ideology Club hos-
ted the 26th Commander of the Turkish 
Armed Forces İlker Başbuğ. On the 
first day of the 23rd Spring Festival, İl-
ker Başbuğ gave a conference entitled 
“Current Problems of Turkey” at Rauf 
Raif Denktaş Culture and Congress 

Center at 2:00 p.m. on Wednesday, 17 
May 2017. 

After a moment of silence and the na-
tional anthem, Atatürk Application and 
Research Center Academic staff mem-
ber Dr. Turgay Bülent Göktürk deli- 
vered the opening address of the event. 
Dr. Göktürk expressed his pleasure in 
hosting Başbuğ in EMU and read his 
biography. 

After Dr. Göktürk, Başbuğ started his 
speech by commemorating the late 
leaders Mustafa Kemal Atatürk, TRNC 
Founding President Rauf Raif Denktaş, 
Cyprus Turkish Community Leader Dr. 
Fazıl Küçük and all martyrs. Stating 
that during his former conference in 
EMU he talked about the Cyprus conf-
lict, Başbuğ put forth that he wants to 
talk about Turkey’s current problems in 
this year’s conference. 

Başbuğ stated that in  Mustafa Kemal 
Atatürk’s 8th notebook written in 1922, 
he wrote about the foundation phase of 
the Republic of Turkey and emphasized 

the importance of schools, education, 
economy, arts and construction for the 
strong standing of a government. Ac-
cording to Başbuğ, one of the most im-
portant problems of Turkey is fully re-
lated to education as compared to other 
countries, Turkey has not yet reached the 
desired level in education. In this respect, 
Başbuğ provided his recommendations 
for the betterment of the educational 
system in Turkey, with a special focus 
on teachers and pre-school education.
 
“Syria is a Giant Hive”
Another current problem of Turkey ac-
cording to Başbuğ is the Syrian conflict as 
he described Syria as a giant hive which 
has chaos and turmoil. Descri- bing the 
Syrian conflict as one of the most chal-
lenging and tragic international problem 
of the 21st Century,  Başbuğ highligh- 
ted the fact that more than 50% of the 
Syrian population has been relocated and 
that Turkey is hosting the largest popula-
tion of the refugees. Başbuğ also added 
that external forces are trying to establish 
a Kurdish formation in Northern Syria, 
which poses a great threat for Turkey. 

“It is due to the Turkish Armed 

Forces that the 15th of July attempt 

was not successful”  

In his speech, Başbuğ also talked about 

the coup attempt on the 15th of July. 

According to Başbuğ, it wasn’t a mili-

tary coup attempt but another coup at-

tempt initiated by an illegal  religious 

organization infiltrating into the Turkish 

Armed Forces. Başbuğ also stated that 

it is due to the efforts of the Turkish 

Armed Forces that the 15th of July at-

tempt was not successful. 

At the end of the conference which att- 

racted great interest, İlker Başbuğ was 

presented a plaque of appreciation by 

EMU Rector Prof. Dr. Necdet Osam 

and EMU Ataturk Ideology Club Chair 

Çağatay Kır. After the conference, İlker 

Başbuğ signed the books he authored. 

Alongside with EMU Rector Prof. Dr. 

Necdet Osam, President of the Board of 

Trustees İlker Edip, Famagusta District 

Governor Dürdane Acı, academic and 

administrative staff members and stu-

dents attended the conference.

8th International Dialectology 
and Geolinguistics Congress 
Proceedings Published
The proceedings of the 8th International 
Dialectology and Geolinguistics Cong-
ress organized by the Eastern Medi-
terranean University (EMU) between 
the 14th and 18th of September 2015 
have been published. The proceedings 
include information on variants, new 
methods and approaches towards lin-
guistics and linguistic geography, sta-
tistics in stomatology studies, dialect 
dictionaries and atlases, the relation-
ships between standard language and 
dialect, minority language and so forth. 
The congress was attended by 82 re-
searchers from 17 different countries. 
20 papers were featured in the proceed-
ings book after being approved by the 
arbitration committee. 

The editors of the book are Prof. Dr. 
Vügar Sultanzade, Prof. Dr. Ahmet Peh-
livan and Prof. Dr. Astrid Van Nahl. The 
book features research on dialectology 
carried out by researches from count-
ries including Japan, Austria, Turkey, 
Lithuania, Germany, Spain and Latvia. 
Amongst this research, Chitsuko Fuku- 
shima’s work on the re-classification 
of verb inflection in Japanese dialects 
and Genovaite Kaciuskiene’s work on 
how Lithuanian dialects are covered in 
school books are very gripping. In ad-
dition, Prof. Dr. Nurettin Demir’s work 
titled “Aliefendi, Ankara, Tsengel ve 
Çuvaşistan Örneğinde Yirmi Birinci 
Yüzyılda Ağızlar” and Anna Stafecka’s 
work titled “Latvian dialects in the 21st 

century: old and new borders” present 
valuable information on the status of 
dialects in the 21st century. Maria Pi-
lar Perea’s 20th century Catalan dialect 
dictionaries and Alexande Mankov’s 
studies on the Gammmalsvenskby di-
alect also present important contribu-
tions to the field of dialectology. 

The book doesn’t only contain work 
pertaining to other countries. It also 
contains studies regarding Turkey’s 
dialects and the Turkish Cypriot dia-
lect. One example of such a study is a 
study comparing blessings and curses 
in Turkish Cypriot dialect and Turkey’s 
dialects.

The Irish lead singer was a songwriter 
in Pink Floyd’s 1982 film The Wall in 
which he also acted. In September 1981, 
he performed the solo version of the song 
“I Don’t Like Mondays” at The Secret 
Policeman’s Other Ball  upon invitation 
from Amnesty International. Artists like 
Sting, Eric Clapton and Phil Collins also 
attended the event. On the 13th of July 
1985, Bob Geldof organized a “Live 
Aid” organization with Midge Ure in 
aid of African children. After achieving 
the impossible and pulling the whole 
world’s attention to Africa with his per-
sistence and music Geldof was granted 
knighthood by the Queen of England.

In his opening speech, EMU Tourism Fa-

Prof. Dr. NaciyeDoratlı welcomed everyone 
to the event stating that EMU’s bond with 
the valuable architect goes a long way back 
and that the Faculty of Architecture and 
EMU-CCS have carried out many events 
relating to Behaeddin.

Turkish Cypriot Chamber of Architects 
Chair Türker Aktaç touched upon the work 
carried out by the Chamber of Architects 
regarding the conservation and awareness 
raising towards Cultural Heritage and Mo-
dern Turkish Cypriot Architecture.

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The Eastern Mediterranean University 
(EMU) Health Sciences Faculty, Depart-
ment of Health Management organized a 
Bone Marrow Donor Registration activity 
as part of their Communication course, 
in collaboration with the Kemal Saraçoğ-
lu Children with Leukemia Foundation. 
During the event, 60 volunteers became 
registered donors. 

Speaking at the event EMU Health 
Sciences Faculty Dean Prof. Dr. Mehtap 
Malkoç stated: “Our faculty had carried 
out an event with the Kemal Saraçoğ-
lu Children with Leukemia Foundation 
last year. This year’s event carried out by 
Department of Health Management stu-
dents is very important and meaningful. 
Collecting samples, finding suitable bone 
marrow and becoming a donor is very 
important. We congratulate academic 
staff member Çiğdem Duvarcı and our 
students for organizing this event. Health 
Sciences Faculty will continue initiating 
similar events.”
  
Touching upon the second Bone Marrow 
Donor Registration organized by EMU 
Health Sciences Faculty and their founda-
tion, Kemal Saraçoğlu Foundation Pallia-
tive Care Unit Chief Nurse Servet Özeralp 
stated: “On behalf of our community and 
patients waiting for suitable bone marrow, 
I would like to thank everyone who parti- 

cipated in this event which will hopefully 
become an annual organization at EMU. 
One sample equates to one life and each 
life should be valued regardless of age.” 

The event with the slogan “Every donor 
is hope, hope is a thousand times happi-
ness” will provide hope for Leukemia 
patents across the world. The Kemal 
Saraçoğlu Children with Leukemia Foun-
dation provides the opportunity for Bone 
Marrow Donors Worldwide registration 
via the Cyprus Bone Marrow Archive 
as a result of their collaboration with the 
Karaiskakio Foundation. In their state-
ment, the Foundation noted that each year 
thousands of people, mainly children face 
problems such as leukemia, lymphoma 
and other haematological  illnesses. Pa-
tients that get better after chemotherapy 
and radiotherapy do not require any other 
treatment. However for some patients, the 
serious and difficult stem cell transplan-
tation from parents or voluntary donors 
is the only treatment method. Thanks to 
stem cell transplantations many patients 
have been revived.”

The foundation went on to explain that 
the Cyprus Bone Marrow Archive has the 
registration of over 125 thousand Cypriot 
volunteers, stating that this is the world’s 
largest bone marrow archive according 
to registration to population ratio. It was 

also stated that as a member of Bone Mar-
row Donors Worldwide, the Cyprus Bone 
Marrow Archive can donate bone marrow 
to patients worldwide as well as receive 
worldwide bone marrow donations for 

Cypriot patients. Further information can
